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Climatic Features of Nagpur during September

The southwest monsoon which sets over Nagpur by about second week of June continues
until September although it is in wane. As compared to July and August, the monthly average
rainfall and the number of rainy days decrease during this month. Generally heavy downpour
during September occurs in association with depression or low-pressure area moving inland from
the Bay of Bengal across Orissa-Andhra coast. Under certain stimulating conditions there had
been case of localized heavy rains around Nagpur during this month. The nearly overcast sky of
July and August turns to partly cloudy sky in September with light winds and increase in the
duration of sunshine. Due to this weather becomes humid and uncomfortable. The days are
warmer and nights are slightly cooler than that of August.

The average rainfall of this month is 183.7 mm, and the average number of rainy days is
9.1 of which about 7.5 days are associated with thunderstorm. The relative humidity during the
month remains around 82% to 73%. The mean maximum temperature of this month is 32.4° C.
Mean minimum temperature is 23.2° C. The surface winds are generally north westerly.

On the basis of available records in this month, Nagpur experiences following values
1. The highest monthly rainfall of 627.1 mm in the year 1891
2. The heaviest fall in 24 hours is 184.4 mm on 19 September 1962
3. The highest maximum temperature 38.9°C on 29 September 1899,
4. The lowest minimum temperature 16.6°C on 23 September 1972,

last decade are given in the following table;-
