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WEATHER SUMMARY AND WEATHER FORECAST BULLETIN
FOR VIDARBHA

Synoptic Observation (Based on 0530 Hours IST Observation)

> The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 25.0°N/60.0°E, 25.0°N/65.0°E, 25.5°N/70.0°E,
Jaipur, Agra, Rampur, Dehradun, Shimla, Manali and 33.5°N/79.0°E.

> The trough now runs from northeast Bangladesh to south Gujarat region across cyclonic circulation associated
with low pressure area over southwest Bihar and central parts of Madhya Pradesh at 3.1 km above mean sea level.
> The east-west trough now runs from central Pakistan to the above upper air cyclonic circulation over central
Assam across northwest Rajasthan, cyclonic circulation over northeast Rajasthan, North Madhya Pradesh,
cyclonic circulation associated with low pressure area over southwest Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal and
Meghalaya at 1.5 km above mean sea level.

Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was fairly wide spread, with light intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature
over Vidarbha and were normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and were normal. The highest
maximum temperature were recorded for Chandrapur ( 37.8 °C) and lowest minimum temperature was recorded for
Buldhana ( 23.6 °C) station of Vidarbha.
