Synoptic Observation (Based on 0830 Hours IST Observation)

«¢ The trough in easterlies roughly over southwest Bay of Bengal off Tamil Nadu andadjoining Sri Lanka now runs from
Comorin area to north Kerala coast across southeastArabian Sea at 0.9 km above mean sea level.

« The Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over Jammu adjoining HimachalPradesh, lay over Himachal and
adjoining Punjab at 3.1 km above mean sea level with atrough aloft in middle & upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis
at 5.8 km abovemean sea level now runs roughly along Long. 74°E to the north of Lat. 28°N.

+ A trough runs from south Punjab to Kutch across west Rajasthan and north Gujarat at 1.5km above mean sea level.

% An upper air cyclonic circulation lay over central Uttar Pradesh between 1.5 & 3.1km above mean sea level.
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% Dry Weather prevailes over the region.
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Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was dry, with nil intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature over Vidarbha
and were normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and were normal. The highest maximum
temperature were recorded for Brahmpuri ( 33.0 °C) and lowest minimum temperature was recorded for Gondia ( 11.8 °C)
station of Vidarbha.
