Synoptic Observation (Based on 1430 Hours IST Observation)

¢ The north-south trough now runs from the above cyclonic circulation over northeast Madhya Pradesh to gulf of
Mannar across Vidarbha, Marathwada, Interior Karnataka and Tamil Nadu and extends upto 1.5 km above mean
sea level.

+« The Anti-cyclonic circulation over Karnataka & adjoining Maharashtra between 3.1 & 5.8 km above mean sea
level persists.

Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was dry, with nil intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature over
Vidarbha and were above normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and was normal.
The highest maximum temperature were recorded for Akola ( 44.2 °C) and lowest minimum temperature was
recorded for Nagpur ( 21.8 °C) station of Vidarbha.
