FOR VIDARBHA

Synoptic Observation (Based on 1430 Hours IST Observation)

+« The upper air cyclonic circulation over central parts of Rajasthan now lies over East Rajasthan at 0.9 km above mean
sea level.

« An upper air cyclonic circulation lies over East Madhya Pradesh & neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean sea level.

+ The trough now runs from the above upper air cyclonic circulation over East Rajasthan to East Jharkhand across
Madhya Pradesh Chhattisgarh at 0.9 km above mean sea level.

+« The trough in easterly now runs from upper air cyclonic circulation over southeast Arabian Sea & adjoining
Lakshadweep off Kerala coast to Marathwada across coastal Karnataka, north interior Karnataka, and Madhya Maharashtra
and at 0.9 km above mean sea level.

+« The trough from the above upper air cyclonic circulation over southwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood to north
interior Odisha across East Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh at 0.9 km above mean sea level become less marked.

Main Weather Observations

Rainfall distribution was scattered, with moderate intensity over Vidarbha. No large change in Maximum Temperature over
Vidarbha and were normal. No large change in Minimum Temperature over Vidarbha and was appreciably below normal.
The highest maximum temperature were recorded for Washim ( 42.8 °C) and lowest minimum temperature was recorded
for Washim ( 18.8 °C) station of Vidarbha.
